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us," said Rabbi Shapiro. "We must
do everything we can even if we do
not really believe that we will be
successful. The Almighty often
helps and the efforts put in prove to
be fruitful."

The Torah states:

"And the daughter of Pharaoh came
down to wash herself at the Nile,
and her maidens walked along by
the side of the Nile; and she saw the
box (containing Moses) amongst the
rushes. And she stretched out her
arm and she took it." (Exodus 2:5)

What lesson is there for us to
learned from her action?

Rashi, cites the Sages that
Pharaoh's daughter's arm stretched
out very long and she miraculously
was able to save the infant Moses.

A number of communal
activists were at a meeting which
was headed by Rabbi Meir Shapiro,
the Rosh Hayeshiva of Lublin. The
topic of the meeting concerned
saving people's lives. There were
some people at the meeting who
said, "What needs to be done is
simply impossible. There is no way
that we could possibly be
successful."

Rabbi Shapiro cited the Sages
who explained our verse that a
miracle happened to enable
Pharaoh's daughter 's arm to stretch
so far as to reach Moshe and save
him. The question arises, "Why did
she stretch out her arm in the first
place? Didn't she realize that it was
impossible for her to reach Moshe?"

He replied that a person must
always try to do everything he can
to save someone. Even if you think
that your efforts on behalf of others
cannot possibly succeed, still make
a sincere effort to try anyway. You
will be surprised to find that you will
frequently accomplish much more
than you imagined. "This applies to

NA EREV SABAT HOSTINU

Micva ctit Sabat neplati jen od
okamziku, kdy pfijde Sabat; na vrchol
tydne, kterym je Sabat, je ticba se
pripravovat cely tyden. A dnem, kdy
jsou pripravy na Sabat nejzietelné;si,
je pochopitelné jom $isi, patek, coz je
den, kdy pfipravujeme Sabatové
pokrmy a uklizime dim.

Mezi halachot tykajici se Sabatu patii
1 zakaz, mi-de-rabanan, uspotadat
vtento den hostinu (seuda). Jist
obvyklé jidlo je v patek samoziejme
povoleno, ale wuspofadat zvlastni
seudu, tj. jidlo vétsi nez je obvyklé
v ostatni dny, je v patek zakazano.
Protoze pokud se clovék v patek
hodné naji, nema potom chut’ na prvni
Sabatovou seudu. Je to navic i
projevem nelcty k Sabatu, protoze
takovou hostinou bychom Sabat a
vSedni dny kladli na roven. A dalsi
divod je ten, Ze pokud na erev Sabat
usporadame seudu, budeme se muset
vénovat jeji pfipravé a na pfipravy
Sabatové nebude Cas.

V Talmudu (Gitin 38b) se hovoii o
roding, ktera méla ve zvyku potadat
vzdy v patek hostinu, a v disledku
toho upadla a vymftela.

A dokonce i seudu, ktera je micva -
naptiklad kdyz chceme uspotradat
velkou seudu na pocest dokonceni
studia traktatu Talmudu-, je zakazano
naplanovat na patek. Ale takovou
seudat micva, ktera je pevné vazana
na néjaky cas, jako naptiklad seuda po
brit mila nebo pidjon ha-ben, je
povoleno v patek usporadat.
V takovém ptipad¢ je evidentni, ze se
nejedna a projev nelcty k Sabatu,
protoze Toéra nam prikazala obfezat
syna osmy den po narozeni, a
vykoupit ho tficaty den, a pokud tento
den pfipadne na patek, je micva se
radovat a usporadat hostinu, seudat
micva. Ale 1 vtakovém piipade
bychom se ale m¢li snazit, aby seuda
byla dopoledne, aby nezasahla do
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Sabatovych pfiprav a aby jeji Gcastnici
méli chut kjidlu ptfed Sabatovou
seudou.

A to vSe se tyka vétsi seudy, zatimco
bézné jidlo je teoreticky povoleno jist
po cely den. Chachamim ale fekli, ze
je micva nejist jidlo s chlebem tii
hodiny pfed prichodem Sabatu,
abychom vecCer k Sabatovému stolu
usedli s chuti. Ale buchty a ovoce je
povoleno jist az do prichodu $abatu.

A jsou chasidim, ktefi si to zpfisnili a
cely patek se posti; a néktefi nic neji
celé odpoledne, protoze o sobé védi,
ze kdyby jedli, zmensila by se tim
jejich chut’ na vecerni seudu.

A hlavni je, aby se kazdy c¢lovek
s ohledem na své zalozeni snazil
pate¢ni  stravovani rozvrhnout a
upravit tak, aby veCerni S$abatovou
seudu jedl s chuti.

KAPITOLA 9: PRACE
NA EREV SABAT
Cas pred piichodem Sabatu je zcela
ptirozené vyhrazen poslednim
pfipravam, a proto chachamim
zakazali vykonavat praci od doby
mincha ktana, tj. dvé a pul hodiny
(sezonni hodiny [pozn.: v Praze:
21.12. je jedna sezénni hodina asi 40
minut, 21.3. asi 60 minut, 21.6. asi 80
minut]) pfed zapadem slunce (Rasi).
A jes omrim, nektefi fikaji, Ze zakaz
plati uz od mincha gdola, tj. pul
hodiny po poledni (Maharam). A
vzhledem k tomu, Ze tento zakaz je
mi-de-rabanan, lze se fidit 1 tim
mirnéj$im nazorem a pracovat az do
dvou a pul hodiny pied zapadem
slunce [ski’a; ptfesny Cas Ski‘a viz
druha strana]. A o tom, kdo vykonava
praci v pribéhu dvou a pll hodiny
pred Sabatem, fekli chachamim, Ze si
muze byt jist, Ze v dané ¢innosti nikdy
neuvidi siman beracha, signaly zdaru
a pozehnani.
A jelikoz byl zakaz ustanoven kvuli
tomu, aby kazdy clovék mél volno a
klid a mohl se na Sabat nalezité
ptipravit, tyka se zakaz jen praci
vykonavanych  pravidelné. Ale
prilezitostné prace je vté dobé
povoleno vykonavat. Je naptiklad
povoleno napsat dopis, pokropit
zahradu nebo na zahradé vykonat
jinou lehkou praci. Dokonce i kdyz za
to Cloveék prilezitostné dostane
zaplaceno, je to povoleno, nebot’
vzhledem ktomu, Ze se jedna o
¢innost ptilezitostnou, nehrozi takové
nebezpeci, ze by kvili tomu zanedbal
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pfipravy na Sabat. Ale vykonavat
stalou placenou praci je zakazano, a
stejné tak je zakazano vykonavat vétsi
prace na zahrad¢; a kdo se zivi psanim
na stroji nebo pocitaci, nesmi v té
dob¢ psat na stroji nebo na pocitaci; a
podobné ani sofer stam nesmi v téchto
hodinach psat apod.

Pokud je patrné, Ze prace je
vykonavana kvuli $abatu, je povolena
dokonce i kdyz je to stala placena
prace. Je napiiklad povoleno ostiihat
nékomu vlasy, protoze kazdému je
jasné, ze ten, kdo to déla, to déla kvuli
Sabatu, 1 kdyz za to dostane
zaplaceno. Stejn¢ tak profesionalni
fidi¢ mize pred Sabatem fidit, pokud
je jasné, ze to je kvuli Sabatu. Nebo
kdyz nékde dojde ke zkratu, je
povoleno zavolat elektrikate a zaplatit
mu, protoze je evidentni, Ze oprava je
provadéna kvili Sabatu. Naproti tomu
krejci nesmi v té dobé S§it za penize,
dokonce 1 kdyz to déla kvuli Sabatu,
protoze nelze poznat, jestli pracuje
kvuli Sabatu, nebo ne, a odév, ktery
prave drzi v ruce, miize byt urceny na
vSedni dny. Pokud ale pracuje
zadarmo, muze pro sebe nebo pro
znamého pred Sabatem pracovat na
odévu ureném na Sabat. A tim spiSe
plati pro clovéka, ktery neni
profesionalnim krej¢im, ze v této
dob¢ muiZe zdarma §it nebo spravovat
odevy na pocest Sabatu.

Zakaz vykonavani prace dvé a pul
hodiny pied Sabatem plati i pro toho,
kdo uz vSechny pfipravy na Sabat
dokon¢il. Pokud nékomu zistane
volny Cas, at’ se néco uci nebo at’ si
pred Sabatem odpodine.

Jsou jesté dva zvlastni pfipady, kdy je
povoleno vykonavat stalou placenou
praci: 1. chudy clovék, ktery nema
penize na potieby Sabatu, mize v této
dob¢ vykonavat praci; 2. je povoleno
vykonavat praci, aby se zabranilo
Skodé — naptiklad vtovarné nebo
femeslnik, ktery nestihl dokondit
praci, a kdyby ji nedokoncil, ztratil by
zakazniky.

A obchodu se podle mnoha poskim
tento zakaz netyka, a je tedy povoleno
v této dob¢é mit v této dobé otevienou
prodejnu; je nicméné jasné, Ze by se
mela zaviit alespon ptl hodiny pred
Sabatem, aby se doty¢ny stihl pred
Sabatem okoupat a obléct.
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EXACTLY WHY

HE WAS CHOSEN

Moshe replied to HASHEM, “Please
my Lord, | am not a man of words,
also not since yesterday, nor since
the day before yesterday, nor since
You first spoke to Your servant, for |
am heavy of mouth and heavy of
speech.” (Shemos 4:10)

Also not since yesterday etc.: The
wording of this verse teaches that
the Holy One, Blessed is He, spent
a full seven days persuading Moshe
at the thorn-bush to undertake His
mission...And all this reluctance on
the part of Moshe was because he
did not want to assume superiority
over his brother Aaron who was
older than Moshe and already a
prophet. (Rashi)

...Is there not Aaron your brother
the Levite? | know that he will surely
speak; moreover, behold he is going
out to meet you and he will see you
and he will rejoice in his heart.
(Shemos 4: 14)

And he will see you and he will
rejoice in his heart: It is not as you
think Moshe that he will resent you
because you are ascending to
greatness. (Rashi)

It's worthwhile to marvel at the fact
that Moshe resisted accepting this
mission and defied The Almighty for
one whole week. To what may we
attribute Moshe’s stubborn refusal?
How can he possibly stand in
opposition to the will of his Maker?
It's certainly an audacious posture
for any mortal to assume. Why the
big fight?

Finally, we discover that Moshe did
not want to upstage his older
brother Aaron. Therefore he held
out till Aaron would have a role and
until it was clarified that Aaron was
genuinely pleased with Moshe’s
ascendancy to greatness. Even,
still, why seven days? Why employ
so many excuses? Why was this
even tolerated?

When Reb Moshe Feinstein ztl. was
asked why he felt he had merited a
long life he is reputed to have
answered, “l tried never to hurt
another person.” It may sound like a
light and maybe even a trite matter,
that is, untii we factor in the
following story which is recorded in
his biography: The elder Reb Moshe
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was getting into a car in front of the
Yeshiva surrounded by students.
When he was seated, the car door
was closed and the driver pulled
away from the curb. After driving a
few blocks away, Reb Moshe asked
the driver if he would not mind
pulling off to the side of the road.
When the driver stopped the car
Reb Moshe opened the door and
removed his frail hand from where
the door had just been slammed on
his aged fingers. The driver was
mortified and asked Reb Moshe
why he did not say something way
back there when the door was
closed. Reb Moshe told the driver
that he did not want to say anything
immediately because it would have
caused a terrible upset to the young
man that closed the door. He would
never have forgiven himself. So Reb
Moshe remained silent till the car
had traveled a safe distance away.
It's beyond amazing to comprehend!
Reb Moshe would have to be able
to feel the anticipated mental
anguish of this young student even
more than his own present jolt of
pain. This incident represents a
lifetime of living with the principle of
trying not to hurt another person.
Who can possibly be prepared for
such a sudden test? It's no wonder
that Reb Moshe was the undisputed
Gadol HaDor, leader of the
generation.

| once asked a Rosh HaYeshiva
from Israel whether or not it was a
good thing that Moshe withheld
himself from accepting the mission
for an entire week just so as not to
offend his older brother. He told me,
“That’s exactly why he was chosen”
